Secondly,
there can be NO manipulation of the draw in a
Swiss Events. There are a couple of methods for

prize monies. Our recommendation to clubs
suggested 5060% of entry fees, after costs, &
returned as prizes. There are clubs particularly
larger clubs with their own premises that return a
substantially higher percentage of fees. Well done
them. What BAWA strongly recommends is that
clubs advertise the prize structure on their event
flyer and publish, at the congress, a list of prizes.
This transparency results in all participants being
aware of the financial aspects of a congress and
